Baton Rouge and Iberville 
• Hazard Mitigation 

o Letters are being sent out to the Parishes for Laura and Delta. The 
deadline has been extended to February 2022 

o GOHSEP is working with the Office of State Procurement on a 
solicitation to hire a contractor to assist applicants in submitting their 
Grants.  

o GOHSEP will be meeting with the Governor to discuss ZETA and  the 
Winter Weather Event 

o President Biden and the FEMA Administrator is preparing to have a 
meeting to discuss the allocation for the HMGP Funds for the State

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• Sheltering – we are planning to follow the same plan that implemented during
