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Interoperabie Channels and Talkgroups Policy

LPurpose

The Purpose of this policy is to establish procedures for programming of statewide
interoperable channels and talkgroups into subscriber units and the use of the
interoperable channels and talkgroups during day-to-day and emergency use.

11.700/800 MHz Interoperability Talkgroups and Channels

in order to provide interoperability with first responder units from throughout the
state and nation, the Statewide Interoperability Executive Committee (SIEC)
requires that all Louisiana Wireless Information Network {LWIN) subscriber units
operating under the Louisiana state license or licensed under the Region 18 Plan
will have the following 800 MHz conventional channels and LWIN talkgroups

The ten muiual aid conventional channels detailed in section F of this
policy must be programmed in every mobile and portable radio.
C. Statewide Band Use

The SIEC has designated that all first responder interoperable
communications occurring in Regions where equipment exists will utllize
the statewide LWIN system.

The LWIN system falkgroups will be programmed by denoting an asferisk
(*) foliowed by the talkgroup identifier. In verbal communications, this
asterisk is referred o using the word “STAR” (i.e. “swiich o STAR R1-
COORDCALL). When the word “STAR’ is heard, this means the LWIN
system.
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D. Interoperability Calling Talkgroups

All subscriber units operating on the LWIN system will be programmed
with designated interoperability calling talkgroups as listed above in
Section li. The SIEC has designated the “calling” talkgroup for each
Region as COORDCALL. it is recommended that the appropriate calling
tatkgroup be continuously monitored by all first responder agency dispaich
centers operating on the LWIN system. First responder agencies
requesting mutual aid assistance from cther agency first responders may
utilize the calling talkgroup to make inifial contact with the assisting
agency. Once the assisling agency(s) have been contacted, the
dispatcher or incident commander as appropriate will assign an
interoperability talkgroup{s) and/or channel(s).

E. interoperability Talkgroups

All subscriber units operating on the LWIN system will be programmed
with designated statewide interoperability channels and talkgroups. The
SIEC has designated that during emergency evenis, wheather local,
regional or statewide, the incident commander will determine
taikgroup/channel assignments and that these assignmenis will fake
precedence over other assignments for non-emergency events.

The requesting agency upon making contact with the assisting agency(s)
will then direct their radio fraffic {o either COORDTK-1 or COORDTK-2
within their region as designated by the incident commander. In the avent
that COORDTK-1 or COORDTK-2 is being utilized, the requesting agency
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can utilize any of the four parish talkgroups or ten INTEROP talkgroups
that are not being utilized.

1} Local Talkgroups

All subscriber units operating on the LWIN system will be programmed
with four designated tatkgroups for the parish in which the first responder
agency resides. In addition, the subscriber units are programmed with the
four parish talkgroups for each of the parishes within their designated
region. The parish talkgroups are available to first responder agencies for
day-to-day and emergency operations requiring mulfi-agency
communications within the parish; in addition to use for localized events in
which agencies outside of their parish provide assistance. Parishes are
encouraged to develop their own internal standard operating procedures
use of the parish talkgroups.

2} Regional Talkgroups

All subscriber units operating on the LWIN system will be programmed
with each of the nine Regional COORDCALL and COORDTK-1 and
COORDTK-2 talkgroups. For Law Enforcement Agencies only, the
subscriber units are programmed with each of the nine Regional BOLO
and Tactical Channels.

While the Regional COORDCALL is a calling channel, in which requesting
agencies can call other first responder agencies monitoring the calling
channel, the COORDTK groups are designated for regional day-to-day
and emergency operations that require multi-agency, multi-jurisdictional
and multi-parish response.

The incident commander will make the determination on whether to utilize
the four designated parish talkgroups in which the incident is occurring or
the regional COORDTK groups for that region based on the size,
participants and communication requirements of the incident.

For large scale events, the incident commander is encouraged o utilize
ICS Form 205 {Appendix J), Incident Radio Communications Pian, fo
assist in the assignment and use of talkgroups

3) Statewide Talkgroups
All subscriber units operating on the LWIN system will be programmed

with four STATE talkgroups. These four talkgroups are designated for
State agency to State agency use only. Staie agencies will utilize the

Regional COORDCALL talkgroups to call another state apency for assistance.

For multl-state agency response the incident commeander will designate the use of the STATE
talkgroups. For large scale events, the incident commander is encouraged to utiiize ICS Form 205
{Appendix 1}, incident Radio Communications Plen, to assist in the assignment and use of ialkgroups,

Example: GOHSEP EOC requests assistance from Troop L, GOHSEP EOC would call Troon L
on *R3-COORDCALL and then the GOHSEP EOC Incident Commander would direct them to
an appropriale STATE talkgroup

4} interoperable Talkgroups

Al subscriber units operating on the LWIN system will be programmed with ten INTERCPtatkgrouns.
These {alkgroups are avallable to both locel and state agency first responders in the event additional
tatkgroups are required at the local, regional and/for state level Due to the potential for multiple
events going on at once, incident commanders are encouragad not to use more than three of the
INTEROP taikgroups during an event.

5} Secure Law Enforcement interoperable Talkgroups

Whenever feasible, ali jaw enforcement subscriber units operating on the LWIN system are to be
programmed with the sixteen encrypted siatewide interoperability talkgroups as described in Policy
010. These 1alkgroups are available to hoth local and siate law enforcement in the avent secure
interoperabiilty talkgroups are reguired at the local, regional and/or state level,

oiMonitoring of Talkgroups/Eavesdropping

All local, regional, state and interoperable talkgroups are designated for either day-to-day or
emergency operations. First responder agencies thai are not directly involved in an event or incident
should not monitor {eavesdrop) on those taikgroups, due to the potential to Tie up multipie
repeaters and add unnecessary congestion on the statewide system, resulting in busy radio signals.
As such, these interoperable taikgrouns are to only be utilized for first responder agencies directly
involved with the response.

Encryption shall not be used on any talkgroup or channel listed in this policy except as
described in Policy 010.

incident Radio Communications Plan

Purpose. The Incident Radio Communications Plan (ICS 205) provides information on all radio frequency or trunked
radio system talkgroup assignments for each operational period. The plan is a summary of information obtained about
available radio frequencies or talkgroups and the assignments of those rescurces by the Communications Unit Leader for
use by incident responders. Information from the Incident Radio Communications Plan on frequency or talkgroup
assignments is normally placed on the Assignhment List (ICS 204).

Preparation. The ICS 205 is prepared by the Communications Unit Leader and given to the Planning Section Chief for
inclusion in the Incident Acticn Plan,

Distribution. The ICS 205 is duplicated and attached to the Incident Objectives (ICS 202) and given to all recipients as
part of the Incident Action Plan (IAP). All completed original forms must be given to the Documentation Unit. Information
from the ICS 205 is placed on Assignment Lists.

¢ The ICS 205 is used to provide, in one focation, information on ail radic frequency assignmenis down to the
Division/Group level for each operational pericd.
