Dear Governor Jindal:

In accordance with L.R.S. 29:725.6, and on behalf of the Regional Directors, I am pleased to submit this report on the activities of the Regional Parish OEP Parish Directors Subcommittee (Regional Directors Subcommittee).  The Regional Directors’ Subcommittee scheduled monthly meetings during this time period covered January 1st, 2013 through June 30th, 2013.  A brief description of topics covered follows:

Parish Director’s Annual Meeting:
· The 2013 Annual Parish OHSEP Directors’ Conference was conducted February 19-21, 2013; the event took place in Baton Rouge, Louisiana. The OHSEP Directors discussed best practices, new ideas, and initiatives to better manage parish-level emergencies. Legislative and budgetary issues were highlighted as well. The conference was well attended and considered a success according to participants’ feedback. 

Elected Officials’ Emergency Management Summit:
· The Elected Officials’ Emergency Management Summits were a success. Nine separate summits were conducted (one in each of the state’s nine Emergency Management & Homeland Security Regions) Director Davis articulated to elected officials the enormity and complexity of Emergency Management  programs so as to further educate them and ensure their continued support of parish OHSEP programs. A comprehensive Emergency Management manual was presented to each participant as a detailed reference and guide to the relevant programs.



Grant Updates: 
· The committee discussed updates from DHS regarding grant applications and the requirement to identify capabilities, risks and gaps in each State’s application for FY2013 and FY2014.  The committee agreed with the recommendation from GOHSEP to form a grant working group from the First Responder Subcommittee to work with GOHSEP in determining a methodology for the FY2013 and FY2014 grants.   The Regional Directors determined that a rural parish and metropolitan parish would represent all directors on the working group.
· Regional Directors were advised that, due to the federal sequester, it is anticipated that there will be a 5% reduction in homeland security grant funding.

Sheltering: 
· Procedures for transportation of sex offenders were reviewed. It was emphasized that, according to the State Emergency Operations Plan, the transportation of sex offenders is the overall responsibility of ESF-1.

Homeland Security Strategy Update: 
· The Regional Directors were presented the now-available “See Something Say Something App”. 
· A representative from the Louisiana Fusion Center presented the Regional Directors with a handout of recent Telephony Denial of Service (TDoS) incidents as well as a situational advisory and list of best practices regarding TDoS.
· Work is ongoing to load school safety plans and building layouts into Virtual Louisiana.

State / Federal Tribal affairs: 
· Director Davis has implemented a program, similar to the          Elected Officials’ Summit, for the benefit of Federal and State recognized Indian Tribes. The development of this program continues with the participation of the regional Directors.
