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MAJOR DISASTER DECLARATION FOR LOUISIANA 

Baton Rouge, LA (August 18, 2011) – At the request of Governor Bobby Jindal, today Louisiana  received a major federal disaster declaration for the flood event that occurred April 25- July 7, 2011. This major disaster declaration from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) includes public assistance and hazard mitigation for these 15 parishes: Assumption, Avoyelles, Concordia, East Carroll, Lafourche, Madison, Point Coupee, St. Charles, St. James, St. Landry, St. Martin, St. Mary, Tensas, Terrebonne, and West Feliciana.

Governor’s Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness Interim Director Pat Santos said, “The funding will help our local governments and communities recover from this unprecedented flooding event.”

This major declaration allows for federal assistance in the repair of infrastructure damaged by the flood event such as levees, public buildings and flood control stations. An initial emergency declaration for the flood fight was granted in May.  That declaration allowed for emergency response to fight the flood.

Hazard Mitigation funding will also allow the state to invest in projects that will protect against flooding in the future. FEMA will identify the amount of money available at a future date. 
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
